Importing the 2003 Youth Risk Behavior Survey data into EXCEL:

Open the file YRBS2003.DAT in EXCEL. You will have to start EXCEL first and change files of type to allfiles to see the .dat file. The Import wizard will select fixed width. Click next and then click in the data to parse it into columns. All fields are one character except for positions  4-5, 6-13, 14-21, 216-223, 224-229, 230-232.  Positions 113-215 contain data derived from other questions, and can be skippedd to save space.

The screen captures show how these should look. Make sure everything is in the right place before you finish the import procedure, or you will probably have to go back to the beginning to fix it.  
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
